Total points scored, England 431, Scotland 202, Wales 175 & Ireland 84. The Winning Team being England.
The Officials and Committee of the BBFCC would like to thank everyone who entered and supported the International Competition.

Exhibitors and Visitors came from all parts of England, including the Isle –of-Wight, Scotland, Wales,  Northern Ireland and Southern Ireland. Also, for the second year running Volker Kinder entered birds and travelled by Car from Hamburg, Germany.
The Quality and standard of the birds was very high as usual with some very good birds not even in the cards.
Phil Warne won best Border for the 6th year in succession with a very nice green three parts dark yellow cock. The same bird was Best Champion and Best Green Three Parts Dark.Phil also took 3rd and 6th Best Champion Border.B & P Heathcote was 2nd Best Champion and Best Champion Variegated with an Unflighted Green Variegated Buff Hen.4th Best Champion was George McGougan with a Unflighted Heavily Variegated Yellow Hen.Burrows & Miller was 5th Best Champion with a Unflighted Green Variegated Yellow Hen. 7th Best Champion Brian Chandler with a Unflighted Cinnamon Three Parts Buff Cock. Bob Turner was 8th Best Champion with a Unflighted Heavily Variegated Buff Cock. 9th Best Champion Mark Symonds with a Unflighted Variegated White Hen. Ian Wishart was 10th Best Champion with a Self Blue Fawn Hen. Steve Daniel & Alf Speight Partnership was Best Champion Clear. Best Champion Cinnamon was won by Cliff and Ann Britton.
The Novice Section was very well supported with almost 360 birds entered which was double the amount on last year’s Novice entry. This  was  won by Alan Differ from Scotland with a very nice Unflighted Green Three Parts Dark Buff Hen which also took Best Novice Three Parts Dark.
