Our Third show at Frodsham Community Centre again proved to be a success with 560 birds entered. The Quality and standard of the birds as usual was very high. Even though it was not the International show this year, it still had an International feel to it with visitors from Italy, Ireland, Holland and Belgium. 
Exhibitors came from all parts of England, Scotland, Wales &  Ireland. 
Bob Turner won best Border with a very nice Unflighted Heavily Variegated Green Yellow Hen.  The same bird was Best Champion and Best Champion Heavily Variegated.
Phil Warne and Mark Symonds entered a very strong and outstanding team of birds.

Phil was 2nd,  4th, 8th, &10th Best Champion. Mark was 3rd, 5th, & 7th Best Champion.
Phil also took awards for Best Champion Clear with his Unflighted Clear Buff Hen and Best Champion Green Variegated with his Green Variegated Buff Hen.

Mark’s 3rd Best Champion Bird was a Unflighted Clear Buff Cock, his 5th Best Champion Bird was with a Unflighted Clear Yellow Hen and his 7th Best was a Unflighted Green Yellow Cock.
Six Best Champion was Ben Bott with an Unflighted Green ¾ Dark Yellow Cock.

Keith Wadkin was 9th Best Champion  with a Unflighted  Cinnamon Variegated Yellow Hen. Keith also took Best Champion Cinnamon with a Unflighted Self Cinnamon Yellow Hen.

Other Special winners were Sillitoe & Rance Partnership Best Champion Green with an Unflighted Green Buff Cock.  Best Champion White or Allied went to Cliff & Anita Britton Partnership with an Unflighted Variegated White Cock. 

The Novice Section was very well supported with 164 birds entered.  This was  won by Nigel Leader who also won second best Novice. His winning bird was a very nice Flighted Green Variegated Yellow Cock which also took the Best Novice Green Variegated Special. His Second Best Bird was with a Unflighted Green ¾ Dark Yellow Cock which also won Best Novice Green ¾ Dark.

Anthony O’Mahoney was 3rd & 8th Best Novice. The 3rd Best was a Unflighted Green Variegated Yellow Hen and the 8th Best was with a Unflighted Clear yellow Cock.
Alan & Sophie Robertson Partnership took 4th 5th & 9th Best Novice. These were an Unflighted Green Yellow Cock a Unflighted Green Heavily Variegated Buff Hen and a Unflighted Green Heavily Variegated Yellow Cock respectively, the Heavily Variegated Green Buff Hen taking the Best Novice Heavily Variegated Special. 
6th Best Novice was George Forster with a Flighted White Cock which was also Best Novice White.

7th Best Novice was Richard Thorley with a Unflighted Clear Buff Hen which also took the Clear Novice Special. Richard was also 10th Best Novice with a Flighted Green Variegated Yellow Hen.
Other Novice Specials were Gary Bishop for Best Novice Green. Anthony O’Mahoney took the Novice Cinnamon Variegated and Cinnamon ¾ Dark Specials. There was no Novice Self Cinnamons entered.
